SERMON NOTES 
Nehemiah  3 and 4 

It says in Nehemiah chapter 3 that workers worked near their house. How does that impact us in “rebuilding Las 
Cruces”? 
 
Chapter 3 lists many names starting with the priest – As you look over chapter 3, what stands out to you? What 
has often kept you from being on the list? 
 
1. Think about the skills and passion that you have and how you can use them to renew your commitment and 

involvement to the church? (Remember the Ministry Expo in 2 weeks) 
2. How did Nehemiah respond specifically to the taunts and plots of his enemies? (4:4-5) 
3. According to Nehemiah (4:6), why were the Jews so successful in their work? 
 
As Christians, we need to remember that we are fighting a war against the forces of the kingdom of darkness 
(Eph 6:10-19), and that, as followers of Jesus, hardships and persecution should not surprise us. Jesus promised 

that “in the world you will have trouble” (John 16:33). Paul encouraged Timothy, “Suffer hardship with me, as a 

good soldier of Christ Jesus,” because “all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will be persecuted” (2 Tim. 

2:3; 3:12). James gave us the good news that such trouble produces spiritual endurance (James 1:2-4). So this 

week, pray for your sanctification and that you will face hardships like a solider knowing that we are following 
the lead of our Lord.  
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  On Sunday, February 10th, we will have a ministry expo following 
worship.  This will be an opportunity for everyone to see how we 
meet the needs of UCC, our community, and our world.  Food will be 
provided, so please plan on stopping by the ministry tables.
