Bible Class Teachers 
 We offer a special “thank you” to 
the folks who taught the adult Bible 
classes this last quarter: Josh and 
Katina Harrelson, Christopher Taylor, 
Robert Fullerton, Monte Womble and 
Greg Bowles.  

Josh & Katina’s Mission Work at Peruvian Orphanage 
 Last summer Josh and Katina 
Harrelson volunteered to do mission work 
at a large South American orphanage 
which houses 750 orphans. 
 This Christian orphanage, The Sacred 
Family Home, is in a big, poverty-stricken, 
desert city, Ventanilla, Peru, which has no 
electricity, no plumbing and no paved 
streets. The orphanage does have 
electricity and plumbing. It gets no 
government support but relies on 
donations. 
 Babies to 18-year-olds live there. For 

$30 a month you can sponsor a child. That 
fully nourishes the child, provides clothes, 
school supplies and anything else he or 
she might need. If you cannot afford $30, 
you can give $15 a month. All the money 
goes to the kids, said Katina, adding that 
the man who owns it is a wonderful 
Christian. 
 To sponsor a child, call Katina at 505-
363-7691 or Josh at 505-507-6735. They 
sponsor one of the kids and have 
volunteered to go back and work there 
again this summer, July 17-25.
