 Our dear church bookkeeper, sister 
and friend, Shirley Thompson, went 
home to be with our Lord just before 6 
p.m. Thursday, ending her fight with 
cancer and the severe illness caused by 
chemotherapy. 
 She was taken to the emergency 
room at Memorial Medical Center a 
week ago Friday, on May 7, and was 
admitted to the intensive care unit. 
Doctors did emergency surgery and 
found a tear in the wall of her colon. 
Because of that tear she had developed 
a terrible infection in her abdomen 
(peritonitis) and it spread throughout her 
body. 
 Shirley had been fighting cancer 
since it was diagnosed about a year-
and-a-half ago. We will miss her very 
much, but we are very glad she has laid 
down her pain and suffering. Please 
keep her family, many friends and co-
workers in your prayers.
